■ HOW TO SET THE CALENDAR

1. Press button “B” to show the CALENDAR
mode.

2. Press  bu t ton  “C”  fo r  2  to  3  seconds  to
show the CALENDAR SETTING display .
The date digits  start  f lashing.

3. Selection of the digits to be adjusted (flashing)
is made in the following order by pressing
button “C”.

4. Press button “A” to set the flashing digits.
One digit  is  advanced with each press of
button “A”.   They move quickly by keep-
ing button “A” pressed.

5 . After  a l l  the adjustments  are completed,
press button “B” to return to the CALEN-
DAR mode.
* If the watch is left untouched in the CALENDAR

SETTING display with the digi ts  f lash-
ing ,  i t  wi l l  automat ica l ly  re turn  to  the
CALENDAR mode in 1 to 2 minutes.

■ HOW TO SET THE DIGITAL TIME

1. Press button “B” to show the TIME mode.
2. Press  bu t ton  “C”  fo r  2  to  3  seconds  to

show the  TIME SETTING d isp lay .   The
second digits  start  f lashing.

3. Selection of the digits to be adjusted (flashing)
is made in the following order by pressing
button “C”.

• Seconds se t t ing
Press button “A” in accordance with a time
signal.   The seconds are reset to “00” and
start  immediately.
When the seconds count any number from
“30” to “59” and button “A” is pressed, one
minute is added and the seconds are imme-
diately reset  to “00”.

Notes:
1. When sett ing the hour digits ,  check that

AM/PM is properly set.   Only “PM” mark
is displayed.  For the AM setting, there is
no indicat ion.

2. When the time function is displayed in the
24-hour indication,  the alarm wil l  a lso be
displayed in the 24-hour indicat ion.

3. If the watch is left untouched in the TIME
SETTING display with the digits f lashing,
i t  wi l l  automat ica l ly  return to  the  TIME
mode in 1 to 2 minutes.

■ HOW TO SET THE ANALOGUE TIME

• Before sett ing the analogue t ime,  be sure
to set  the digital  t ime.
(Re fer  to  “HOW TO SET THE DIGITAL
TIME”.)

1. Pull  out the crown when the second hand
is at  the 12 o’clock posit ion.   The second
hand wil l  stop on the spot.

2 . Turn the crown to set the hour and minute
hands to the desired t ime.
* When sett ing the minute hand, advance

it  4  to 5 minutes ahead of  the t ime and
then turn i t  back to the exact minute.

3. Push the crown back in to the normal position
when the second digits  count “00” in the
digital  t ime display.

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Notes:
1. When sett ing the alarm in the 12-hour in-

d icat ion,  check that  AM/PM is  proper ly
set .   Only  “PM” mark is  d isplayed.   For
the AM sett ing,  there is  no indication.

2. When the time function is displayed in the
24-hour indication,  the alarm wil l  a lso be
displayed in the 24-hour indicat ion.

3. If the watch is left untouched in the ALARM
SETTING display with the digits f lashing,
it  wil l  automatically return to the ALARM
mode in 1 to 2 minutes.

Engagement/disengagement of the alarm

• With each press of button “A” in the ALARM
mode, the alarm is engaged and disengaged
alternately.
When the alarm is engaged, the alarm mark
appears.   When it  is disengaged, the mark
disappears.

• At the designated time, the alarm rings for
20 seconds.
To stop i t  manual ly ,  press any of  the but -
tons.

Alarm test

• The a larm can be  tested by  keeping but -
tons “A” and “C” pressed at the same time
in the CALENDAR or TIME mode.

Turning on/off  of  the hourly t ime signal

• With each press of  buttons “A” and “C” in
the CALENDAR or TIME mode, the hourly
time signal is turned on and off alternately.
When the hourly t ime signal  is  turned on,
the hourly time signal mark appears.  When
it  is  turned off ,  the mark disappears.

■ HOW TO USE THE STOPWATCH

Press button “B” to  show the STOPWATCH
mode.
* Before using the stopwatch,  be sure to re-

set  the digits to “00'00"oo”.
* When measuring a long period of time, press

button “B” to return the STOPWATCH mode
to the CALENDAR or TIME mode after the
stopwatch starts.  This will  prevent any pos-
sible malfunction.

Minutes Seconds 1/100 seconds

• The stopwatch can measure up to 59 min-
utes  and 59  seconds  99  in  1/100  second
increments.

• After 59 minutes and 59 seconds 99, it  wil l
start counting again from “00'00"oo” as many
times as necessary unti l  i t  is  stopped.

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✩ If your watch is a LORUS LUMIBRITE watch,
i t  has fol lowing features.

LORUS LUMIBRITE watches absorb and store
l ight energy from natural  and art i f ic ial  l ight
sources and emit l ight in the dark.  They are
made of  env ironmenta l ly  f r iendly  mater ia l ,
and therefore, are harmless to human beings
and the environment.

• Wi th  a  fu l l  charge ,  LORUS LUMIBRITE
watches glow in the dark hours longer than
conventional luminous watches of this type.
If  exposed to a l ight of  more than 500 lux
(i.e. ,  the brightness of a typical off ice) for
approximately 10 minutes, or direct sunlight
for 2 minutes,  they wil l  glow for hours.

• S ince  LORUS LUMIBRITE watches  emi t
the  l ight  they  s tore ,  the  br ightness  wi l l
decrease gradually over t ime.  The length
of time they will glow may also differ slightly
depending on such factors as the brightness
of and distance from the l ight source used
to charge the watch.

■ LUMIBRITE WATCH

(dial ,  hands,  buttons,  case,  bezel ,  strap,

etc.)

The miniature battery SEIKO SR927W, Maxell
SR927W or SONY SR927W which powers your
watch should last approximately 3 years.  However,
because i t  is  inserted at  the factory,  the ac-
tual  l i fe  of  the battery once in  your posses-
sion may be less than 3 years.
Be sure to replace the battery to prevent any
possible malfunction as soon as it  runs down.
To replace the battery we recommend taking
the watch to a local  watch repair shop.

• If  the watch is exposed to salt  water,  rinse
it in fresh water and then wipe it thoroughly
dry .

Your  watch wi l l  not  be  a f fected  by  mag-
net ism genera ted  by  household  e lec tr ic
appl iances .

• SHOCKS AND VIBRATIONS
Your watch may be worn for normal sports
act ivi t ies,  but  be careful  not  to drop i t  or
hi t  i t  on hard surfaces .

• TEMPERATURE
Your watch is preadjusted so that constant
accuracy may be insured at  normal  tem-
perature .
